Project Outcome Details

This project connects two existing pedestrian routes. The link to the north is an existing sidewalk connection to the SE
34 St / NW Pacific Rim Boulevard corridor. To the east is an existing pedestrian route that connects to Prune Hill
Elementary School and the adjacent Prune Hill Sports Park. This connection links to the entire Camas parks trail

system. Both directions serve the new Discovery High School facility, and the adjacent new Odyssey Middle School
facility.

The construction of a 10 Ft wide trail alongside a road that had virtually no shoulder has greatly enhanced public
safety for pedestrians and bicyclists. The improved drainage ditch between the road and the path providesa 4 Ftto 9

Ft wide clear zone that adds an additional margin of safety. With the two new schools opening this past Fall, we have
seen a marked increase in pedestrian and bicycle traffic.
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
